TERMS OF REFERENCE OF 
THE COMPETITION OF YOUNG PAINTERS OF THE TURKIC WORLD ENTITLED 

"THE CULTURAL HERITAGE OF TURKIC PEOPLES AND TURKMENISTAN", 

WHICH WILL BE HELD WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF 
"ANEW 2024 – THE CULTURAL CAPITAL OF THE TURKIC WORLD" 

(Anew-Turkmenistan, March-October 2024)
1-GENERAL PROVISIONS OF THE COMPETITION: 

1.1. The Turkic World Young Artists' Competition "Cultural Heritage of Turkic Peoples and Turkmenistan" (hereinafter referred to as the Competition) is dedicated to "Anew 2024 - Cultural Capital of the Turkic World".

1.2. The examination and evaluation of the works on a given subject shall be carried out by a selection committee (hereinafter referred to as the International Jury) consisting of well-known artists, professional painters of the Turkic World and members of the Association of Painters of TURKSOY member countries. 

1.3. The organizers of the competition are the Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan and the International Organization of Turkic Culture TURKSOY (hereinafter referred to as TURKSOY). 

1.4. The stakeholder organizations of the competition are: Ministries of Culture of TURKSOY member countries, National Federation of UNESCO Clubs in Kazakhstan, Union of UNESCO Clubs in Kyrgyzstan, Uzbek State School of Children's Painting "Colibri", Ministry of Education of the Republic of Türkiye, High Schools of Fine Arts in Türkiye, Azerbaijan State Academy of Painting.
2- GOALS OF THE COMPETITION:

- To organize the contest "Cultural Heritage of Turkic Peoples and Turkmenistan" on the occasion of "Anew - The Cultural Capital of the Turkic World 2024" declared upon decision of the Ministers of Culture of the TURKSOY Member Countries in line with the vision, mission and objectives of TURKSOY;

- To support and encourage the creative youth of the Turkic World;

- To attract the attention of young artists of the Turkic World to traditional and modern fine arts;

- To identify talented young artists working in different genres of fine arts;

- To popularize the creativity of children and young people and to establish communication between young artists;

-To protect the tangible and intangible cultural heritage of the Turkic World;

-To protect and develop the national art culture and fine arts of the Turkic World, as well as their traditional, cultural, historical, spiritual and moral values;

-To ensure the exchange of experience and expertise among young artists and to improve their professional skills;

-To draw the attention of the international community to Turkmenistan through the creative potential of the youth of the Turkic World;

-To strengthen the positive image of TURKSOY as the first international cooperation organization established in the Turkic World, to promote Turkmenistan and the ancient city of Anew, to strengthen the fraternal ties between Turkic states and to preserve and transmit to future generations the values of the Turkic World in the field of fine arts;
3- CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION IN THE COMPETITION:

3.1. Young artists aged 12-18 from TURKSOY member countries, as well as students of vocational colleges, schools and fine arts departments of relevant universities may participate in the competition.

3.2. There is no application fee for participation in the competition.

3.3. A participant may enter only one work in the competition.

3.4. The technique of the works - free; Size - free.

3.5. Application technique categories: graphic, painting (airbrush, water colour, batik, stained glass, hot enamel, engraving, scratching, grisaille, gouache, decorative painting, interior painting, decoupage, instruction, collage, lithography, marquetry, mosaic, monotype, monumental painting, pastel, pyrography, serigraphy, tile, print painting, etc.) and free technique.

3.6. The work should have a unique style and style reflecting the culture of the Turkic World.

3.7. Members of the Jury and their relatives, TURKSOY employees and their relatives cannot participate in the competition.

3.8. The Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan and TURKSOY have the right to postpone or cancel the Competition in the absence of suitable conditions. 

3.9. Works that have already received awards and/or other prizes cannot participate in the Competition.
3.10. The works must be unique and original. They should not be "copies" of other people's pictures and photographs. The works should not carry negative messages and emotions, should not reflect the social and emotional problems of the person. The main task of the painter should be to convey to the viewer bright, kind and positive emotions, faith and love for their country and the Turkic world. The paintings can reflect the artist's philosophical thoughts on a particular topic. In the application file, the painter can write a few sentences introducing the painting to the viewer. He/she may write poems about the subject of the painting and its inspiration.

3.11. The work submitted by the participant must not have been published, publicly performed and/or recorded on reproduced media and published in catalogues before March 2024, i.e. before the period of the Competition entitled "The Cultural Heritage of Turkic Peoples and Turkmenistan".

4- MODALITIES AND FORMALITIES OF APPLICATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE COMPETITION

4.1. The application procedure to participate in the competition is as follows:

- All candidates willing to take part in the competition must send their own work (from 2 to 6 Mb, resolution 300 dpi, JPEG or PDF format) in good quality scans (with the pseudonym written on the back of the image) by e-mail; 

- The application for participation in the competition must be individual;

- Applications for participation in the competition (biographical and other information: address, telephone number and e-mail address) must be submitted in Turkish, Russian and English. The correspondence language of the competition is: Turkish, English, Russian and Turkish languages;

- The registration of the application is confirmed by sending an individual number to the artist;

- A fully completed Application Form must be attached (Annex-2);

- A consent to the copyright of the work must be signed and sent by the participant (Annex-1).

4.2. The application should be sent by e-mail to the address of the partner institutions of TURKSOY (see list and contact details in Article 4.4 below) by 17:00 (05:00 p.m.) on March 30th, 2024. Delays due to server or connection issues will not be accepted as a valid excuse and applications will be considered as incomplete in such cases. The works of painters who fill in the application form incorrectly will not be eligible for participation in the competition and their works will not be returned.

4.3. The mail should be sent by to the e-mail address of TURKSOY's stakeholder organizations in each country where the contestant lives, in such a way that it will not be affected by external factors. In case the e-mail does not arrive on time, the responsibility lies with the contestant.

5. DATES OF THE COMPETITION:

5.1. First stage (regional - in their own countries): March 1st - March 30th, 2024 by the Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan and TURKSOY's partner institutions and organizations in their respective countries. The results of the first stage will be announced on April 15th, 2024 on the website of the Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan (www.medeniyet.gov.tm) and TURKSOY (www.turksoy.org). 

5.2. Second stage (final): April 15th - May 15th, 2024 by the International jury of TURKSOY. The results of the second stage shall be announced on May 30th, 2024 on the website of the Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan (www.medeniyet.gov.tm) and TURKSOY (www.turksoy.org).

Announcement of the competition for young artists March 1st, 2024 

Application deadline March 30th, 2024, until 17:00 (05:00 pm)
Announcement of the results of the first phase April 15th, 2024 

Announcement of the results of the second phase May 30th, 2024
6- INTERNATIONAL JURY OF THE COMPETITION:

6.1. The Organizing Committee consists of professional painters, members of the Union of Painters of TURKSOY member countries, selected among highly qualified and experienced specialists in the field of fine arts.

6.2. Evaluation criteria for the international jury: Originality and colorfulness of the work, quality of technique and execution, fantasy, artistry and level of performance. 

6.3. The International jury of the competition evaluates the competition works according to the work submitted in JPEG or PDF format.

6.4. After the announcement of the results of the first stage, the International jury analyses all the finalists and invites the winners to Anew (Turkmenistan). 

6.5. The decisions of the international jury are final and are not subject to re-evaluation (revision).

6.6. If the international jury decides that there are no works among the entries that meet the conditions of the competition, it may send its opinion on postponement of the competition to the Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan and TURKSOY.

6.7. The works of the participants shall not be returned.
7- PRIZES AWARDED AT THE COMPETITION:
7.1. One or more finalists are selected by the Selection Committee (regional jury) in each country. The International Jury of the Competition determines the winner of the Competition among the finalists by secret ballot. The winning young artists will be announced on the official website and social media networks of the Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan and TURKSOY.
7.2. All finalists of the Competition will receive special diplomas, certificates, gifts and catalogue-albums by the Organizing Committee. A certificate of participation in electronic form will be sent to all young artists. All finalist works shall be published on the website of the Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan and TURKSOY. The works of all winners and finalists will be included in the catalogue-album "Cultural Heritage of Turkic Peoples and Turkmenistan" published by TURKSOY. In addition, the best works of the finalists and winners will be printed and exhibited by the Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan and TURKSOY for offline exhibitions.

7.3. At the first stage of the competition, the regional jury forms a short list of the best works that will be passed to the second stage. Then, at the second stage, the International Jury determines the winners by age category:

First Prize (1 for each country) – laptop computer
Second Prize (1 for each country) – big tablet 

Third Prize (1 for each country) – small tablet
7.4. The Award Ceremony is planned to be held in Anew. The presentation of the catalogue-album of the winners' works will be held in Anew or Ashgabat (Turkmenistan) as part of the Official Closing Ceremony of "Anew 2024 – The Cultural Capital of the Turkic World" in Turkmenistan (the exact date will be announced at a later stage).
8- OTHER PROVISIONS:
8.1 Participants transfer all rights of use of the works drawn for the competition to the Organizing Committee. The participant-painter does not object to the use of his/her painting in all advertisements and promotional messages related to the “Cultural Heritage of Turkic Peoples and Turkmenistan” competition. Painters cannot demand any financial compensation for the works used in the announcements and reports of the competition, publications in all kinds of media, souvenir products of the project and other materials of the “Cultural Heritage of Turkic Peoples and Turkmenistan” competition, charitable events. By participating in the competition, the artist (applicant) agrees to include the author's photographs, works and information about the works in the catalogue-album of the exhibition. The organizers are not responsible for pictures and photographs submitted in violation of the rules of the competition and for violations of the copyrights of others, since in this case the applicant who participated in the competition programme is responsible.
8.2. While international airfares of the winners of the competition shall be covered by the sending country, local transport, accommodation and food expenses within the borders of Turkmenistan shall be covered by the Ministry of Culture of Turkmenistan and TURKSOY.  

8.3. In agreement with the Organizing Committee, state, public, commercial organizations, foundations, artists' associations, media and sponsors may grant additional prizes and gifts to the participants of the competition.

In addition, in the event that my work wins an award, TURKSOY has the right of representation as per Article 24 of the Law No. 5846 on Intellectual and Artistic Works in Türkiye; the right of reproduction as per Article 22 of the same law in the form of records, tapes, cassettes, notes, CDs and the like; the right of dissemination as per Article 23 and the right of communication to the public by means of means of signal, sound and/or image transmission as per Article 25; the right to send the work to foreign broadcasting organizations, unions, educational and cultural institutions and the right to use it commercially in the form of a simple license without any country and time limit. I hereby certify that I will not claim any royalties or other remuneration from TURKSOY for its use of the paintings referred to in this article.
